Appendix II

Comments on efficient participation of persons belonging to national 

minorities in Kvemo-Kartli region in public and official life. 

Persons, belonging to national minorities may take part in management of state affairs via a number of mechanisms, such as representation in elected bodies and public administration at all levels, mechanisms of consultations or cultural autonomy.  

Even if taking into consideration that representation of minorities in elected bodies can be reached by other means tan formation of definite political parties on ethnic or religious principle, it may lead to illegal restriction of the right on freedom of association. Any restriction must be implemented accordingly to principles which are fixed in regulations of international law.  

Demands, which are made to candidates in parliament and for local elections on knowledge of languages, are incompatible with Article 15 of the Framework Convention, because they negatively influence on efficient participation of persons, belonging to national minorities in public affairs. 

However, there is the reverse of the medal: the lack of 
knowledge makes deputies, from the number of ethnic minorities, silent and they do not take real part in making of decisions.  

Meanwhile, if the government of Georgia wanted the presence of Georgian – speaking candidates from the number of ethnic minorities would be more than enough, the last election showed it. 

There is no reason to speak about any real consultative mechanisms, which could be additional means for giving opportunity to persons, belonging to national minorities, to participate in the processes of decision-making.

We do not think that it is enough for the state to take into consideration national peculiarity of the region, where the state does not encourage elaboration of system which provides for both representation of national minorities and consultations with them.  

Public authorities, judicial system, law machinery and executive bodies do not reflect variety of society. There is none of the judges, public prosecutors or chief of police from a number of representatives of ethnic minorities in Kvemo-Kartli region. We do not see promotion in giving an employment to persons belonging to national minorities in governmental sector. 

In support of this fact, we can say that the persons who were graduated from administrative school named after Jvania, which was called on preparation of State employees, picketed in front of presidential chancellery in 2008. They had to protest because they were not taken on work in massive order despite the fact that they had been specially trained for working in regional governmental bodies. 

Kvemo-Kartli region consists of 6 administrative districts. There are 497,530  persons. There are 271675 persons from a number of ethnic minorities, which makes 55%. 

91,8 per cents of national minorities live in Marneuli district, 73,1 per cents are in Bolnisi district, 68,7% - Dmanisi district,  46,3% – Gardabani district, Tsalka - 87,1%,  Tetri Ttskaro -  25,5%.
In the following we give contrastive analysis of representation of ethnic minorities in executive and municipal agencies of Kvemo-Kartli region.

The superficial analysis of representation of ethnic minorities in regional authorities of Kvemo-Kartli region gives a clear idea that the region is far from all those recommendations of Council of Europe regarding presence of representatives of ethnic minorities in governmental structures. Accordingly, ethnic minorities cannot influence on any decision concerning their situation.

Appendix III

A veiled discrimination of ethnic Azerbaijanis by the example of a village ( Georgia).

Despite the fact that discrimination is prohibited, some persons can use it in the way which is difficult for an outsider to define. 

Conception of discrimination means distinction. However, in juridical meaning discrimination concerned with humiliating treatment of a person by forbidden reason. 

Discrimination takes place when humiliating varied attitude is not defensible, and when it is based on criterion which is prohibited for making juridical distinctions.  

1. Mugalno settlement, which is situated in Gardabani district of Kvemo-Kartli region is at distance of 30 kilometers from the capital – Tbilisi. Population of Mugalno village consists of ethnic Azerbaijanis, more than 4000 in number. Muganlo village bounds with Georgian village Sartichala with population about 8000 persons, representatives of title nation. A single executive power is functioning for these two villages. 

2. Before 2003, the name of Muganlo village had been fixed in all state documents. Particularly, in maps of the country and cards of identification of inhabitants of the village. From 2003, without any announcement, the name of Muganlo village began to withdraw from documents of executive power and documents of election commissions.  In department which issues passports, the name of adjoining village Sartichala was inserted instead of previous name Muganlo. All statements of Muganlo’s inhabitants to government structures were left without reaction.  In 2008, after numerous statements to all executive powers even to the president of Georgia, authorities placed a pointer with the name  Muganlo village on a crossroad between Sartichala and Muganlo villages before election to Parliament, but on the second day it was broken by local  nationalist of Sartichala village. The appeals which were directed to ombudsman and to municipalities and executive power didn’t give any positive results. Police and security service who were reacting in first two hours, later stopped to show reaction about the fact. 
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3. Distribution of arable soil for these two villages was discriminatively. All soil is on the balance of local authority. For Georgian farmers of Sartichala village the distribution was made in proportion from 3 hectares and more for a family. For ethnic Azerbaijanis distribution of soil was made selectively, about less that 20% of families were given 15 hundred parts of soil. On the balance of local administration there was a large square of vineyards – hundreds of hectares. The given vineyard was also distributed between Georgian population, inhabitants of Sartichala village. Inhabitants of Muganlo village were given none of the square meters of the vineyards.   
4. At all times ethnic Azerbaijanis of Muganlo village bred sheep and cattle. Unfortunately, on the territory Muganlo village there was not left none of the hectares of suitable lands for pasture and from year to year the cycle of Georgian landowners is shrinking around Muganlo village. Even streamside fields with thornbushs become inaccessible because of purchasing of lands around “Iori” River, by construction firms on production of pebble. 

5.  For all the time of independence of Georgia ethnic Azerbaijanis of Muganlo village did not have any opportunity to take part in public events, which were organized by local and municipal authorities. Ethnic Azerbaijanis of Muganlo village are not invited and do not participate in any cultural events. 
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6. Muganlo and Sartichala villages have mutual country budget. When definite projects which need money in large denominations should be realized, the municipal authorities appropriate funds in separate budget. Unfortunately, it should be stated that the whole sum of mutual budget of Muganlo and Sartichala villages is annually spent on needs of Sartichala village, but not on needs of Muganlo village. In Sartichala village there was built a stadium and training room; there was reconstructed the system of water- supply; the help was directed for building of a church; there was renewed power line, irrigation canal, etc. However, there was not spent and are not spending any mutual funds on needs of Muganlo village.  

7. Local authorities of Sartichala and Muganlo villages in general are Georgians. From the number of officials of local authorities an ethnic Azerbaijani takes up a post of deputy director. This post had been demanding by inhabitants of Muganlo village during 15 years.  

 8. Muganlo village is not provided with drinking water on 60-70%. This part of the village buys water all-the-year-round in tanks. The rest part of the village is provided with drinking water from central source, which is situated on the territory of Sartichala village. Generally, regime of water delivery is 1time in 2-3 weeks. For comparison the base part of Sartichala village receives drinking water in a day and some of them daily. For the last two years in summer Muganlo village does not receive drinking water at all. The inhabitants are given explanations that structures who are providing the population with water have debts for electric power. 

9. During the history of Muganlo village there was not a Mosque. After declaration of independence of Georgia, local inhabitants repeatedly submitted a proposal to build a mosque in the village. Local authorities began to make obstacles for building of the mosque by the way of open blackmail, threatening, intermediary threatening and putting pressure upon initiators of the building. On appeals to the president of Georgia, regional authorities and local executive power for allocation of a land for building of the mosque, the local inhabitants of Muganlo village did not receive any reply except of a private respond from the side of local executive power about impossibility of existing of a mosque in the village. 

   Further pressure of Muganlo village’s inhabitants upon authorities by the way of existing    legislation gave opportunity to receive a project for building of the mosque. However, despite the fact, it did not stop daily visits of police and officials from region with demands to freeze the building. For instance, it should be mentioned that Sartichala village has 3 functioning churches. Finally, it should be stated that the settlement with population more than 5000 persons does not have a mosque till the present moment.  

10.  More than 15 years inhabitants of Muganlo village have been asking to allot a place for a stadium for playing football. The lack of interest of local authorities on allotment of the land for the stadium is explained by local inhabitants – ethnic Azerbaijanis as discrimination from the side of Georgian government. 

11.   In Mugalno there is a cemetery, which became supersaturated by burial places.  Inhabitants of Muganlo village more that 10 years appeals to authorities on allotment of a new land for cemetery. Unfortunately, the authorities escape with promises to allot lands only before elections, which they have never fulfilled. It’s obvious that local and regional authorities do not intend to allot a land for the cemetery. 

12.   There is one secondary Azerbaijanian school in Muganlo village and four secondary Georgian schools in Sartichala village. Two years ago for the post of director of the Azerbaijanian school was appointed a person of Georgian nationality. Inhabitants perceived the fact as a tendency which finally leads to lost of the Azeri language in the school. The methods of work in school lead to actual elimination of Azeri language in the school because the director does not possess Azeri language, does not acquainted with culture and traditions of ethnic Azerbaijanis.   A part of pupils from Muganlo village, go to secondary schools of Sartichala village. Unfortunately, it should be mentioned that there is a domestic discrimination between pupils and teacher towards ethnic Azerbaijanis. Such kind of domestic discrimination is directed on creation of background of “second-quality” of ethnic Azerbaijanis and hospitality of Georgians. 

13.  Muganlo village had possibility to use the nearest river Iori, where there was opportunity to collect mortar sand and stones for building of houses. For the last two years it was putted a ban on the right by an independent construction firm, which bought this part of river in immediate proximity to Muganlo village. Whereas, the part of river in the part of Sartichala village is under control of inhabitants of Sartichala. 

Based from the mentioned above and analyzing a lot of other different facts, it can be stated that there is systematical extrusion towards Muganlo village and conservation of size of the village. A new generation who is not able to find a living space within the limits of the village, is forced to go to Azerbaijan or Russia. The rest of them who stays in the village has to live within limited rights for representatives of national minorities.  
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
